Bring copy to 
office. 

- WSCA qualifying classes are in BOLD type 

- WSCA rules apply to all classes 

- Walk-Trot rider/horse combo may NOT enter a class 
requiring a canter or lope 

- A horse may enter only one WSCA qualifying class per 
event. 

- All classes are for Amateurs except for WSCA classes. 
Professional Trainers may ride in any class, but are not 
eligible to be placed 

- Show clothes are optional in non-WSCA qualifying 
classes; attire should still be neat. 

- Footwear with heels required in all classes 

- Hard hat/helmet required in all hunt and English classes 

- Schooling equipment allowed in classes designated by 
schooling.  NO schooling equipment allowed in WSCA 
classes. 

- CVSC reserves the right to split, combine and move 
classes, substitute classes and run classes simultaneously
